






On 28th February, with the blessing and support of her family
and the Bluff Point Parish (Geraldton) where she is a member,
Jennifer Royce left for Tabora in central Tanzania where she
will serve as a short term volunteer with the Church
Missionary Society (CMS).  
Jennifer's general interest in Tanzania became focused more
specifically on Tabora in 2001.  However, she was just
beginning her nursing training and wanted to complete that
and get some practical experience before pursuing her
interest.  After completing her Nursing Degree in 2004
Jennifer worked in hospitals in Perth, Kununurra, Darwin and
Geraldton and in late 2007 she contacted the Anglican
Church in Tabora, a place she knew little about, and
discovered they were running a health clinic and would love

her to come.
Following advice to seek the
support of an Australian
Christian organisation,
Jennifer contacted CMS with
her plans.  After many
interviews and some training
in cultural awareness, CMS
accepted Jennifer as a short
term volunteer and has
arranged for her to use her
nursing skills in the St Philip's
Health Centre in Tabora.  The
health centre is a low cost
Anglican mission, headed up
by an English CMS doctor
(Ruth Huesler) with whom
Jennifer will be staying.  AIDS,

malaria, dysentery and wound care will be the main concerns.
Jennifer is self funded.  Her visa is for two years and she is
quite prepared to be away for that amount of time and would
value your prayers.
