Archdeacon Bill Warburton went to be with the Lord on February 2 in Geraldton, 

following a severe stroke on December 30. He was 81. For 57 years he served the Lord as 

an Anglican Minister in Tasmania, South Australia and for the last 20 years, in our 

Diocese, with Jennifer.  Bill will be hugely missed by his wide circle of friends within the 

Church and in the community. He was still leading services at  St Georgeôs Bluff Point 

until just before his stroke.  Billôs funeral was held in the Geraldton Cathedral on 

February 10 and attended by about 400 people, including Bishops Ged Muston, Tony 

Nichols and Bernard Buckland as well as Canon Brian Roberts from BCA.  Billôs old 

friend and previous Minister, the Rev Neil Walthew, preached the sermon.  A memorial 

fund has been launched in Billôs memory.  Do continue to pray for Jennifer and their 

family.  Give thanks for Billôs life and ministry. 

 

In January this year, we finally took possession of a block of land in Exmouth costing 

$437,000.  Over the weekend of February 12-15, I Inducted Lachlan Edwards as the new 

Minister at a service held in the Senior Citizenôs hall. On the Sunday, that hall was not 

available, so we met in the School library. We are hoping that by this time next year, we 

will have our own simple Church facility and Rectory built on our own land (in a tin 

shed!).  Please pray for the outstanding $175,000 to be provided for the purchase of the 

land as well as the sale of the present Rectory to fund the new building. 

 

Wickham (near Karratha) is in for a shock from May this year! We are thrilled that the 

Rev Richard Goscombe, with his wife Tracy and their three delightful teenagers Rachael, 

Joshua and Sarah will be arriving to commence a Church in this community. BCA has 

generously agreed to be partners in this joint venture. The Goscombes have served in 

Sydneyôs West in the Parish of Cranebrook for the last 10 years.  Wickham used to be a 

Parish years ago but there is no Congregation or Church building at present. Please pray 

for the Goscombe family as they start knocking on doors. Pray that their enthusiasm and 

energy will be maintained in this very difficult ministry position. Pray for a good reception 

by the locals and the establishment of a viable Congregation.
