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A Letter from  the Dean

Dear praying partners of the Diocese,

By the time you receive this letter, Maureen and I hope to be on a twelve day ‘Trafalgar Tour’ of Europe, 
having already spent time in Paris and Uzzes in the South of France. We feel very spoilt and thank God for 
such a privilege. On June 18 we are due to arrive in Jerusalem, ready for the Global Anglican Future 
Conference (GAFCON) from June 22 to 29. The Rev. Lachlan and Bec Edwards from Broome will be with us 
as part of the delegation of 50 representatives from Australia. Of the 1,000 expected to attend GAFCON, about 
300 will be Bishops. Your prayers for the conference and our part in it are much appreciated. Pray too for the 
Lambeth Conference July 16-August 4.

During our three month absence on Long Service Leave and attending GAFCON, Dean Jeremy Rice will be 
administering the Diocese. Your prayers for him are also much appreciated.

Another major prayer point at this time in the life of the Diocese, is the supply of two new Ministers for the 
Parishes of Wickham and Exmouth:

Exmouth needs either a ‘tent-maker’ who can earn his own income part-time and lead the Church part-time, or 
a semi-retired Minister who still has energy and vision or a mature trainee-Minister for whom we may be able 
to find some funding.

Wickham needs a self-starter with initiative and energy who will plant a Church in a town of 2,000 in which 
there is currently no Protestant group meeting. It’s a big ask! It might be possible for the right couple to bring a 
friend or two with them who will find work locally and throw themselves into ministry with the new Minister. As I 
wrote last time, BCA has generously agreed to fund a new Minister for this challenging opportunity.

We trust that God will continue to provide a supply of able and Godly Ministers for our quarter of Australia. 
Please make the need known and call upon the Lord.

Dear Friends,

I hope things are going well for you wherever these prayer notes find you. Please allow me to introduce 
myself, my name is Jeremy Rice, the Dean at the Cathedral in Geraldton and I am the Administrator to the 
Diocese while Bishop David is away – you’ll see all this in one of the prayer points – and I do need your 
prayers please, for wisdom and strength.

Almost as soon as David left, WIN TV and ABC TV were on the phone for interviews about the consecration of 
Kay Goldsworthy as bishop. One of the things that I said on WIN TV, is that Bishop Kay Goldsworthy is most 
welcome in this Diocese, however at a clerical level; she would not be recognized as a bishop. This, as you 
would be aware, is because of the view held by Bishop David (and others, including myself) that certain 
passages in the Bible communicate the principle that women, although equal to men, have different roles in 
the church -and oversight of men is not one of them.  

I recognize that there are a range of views on the ordination and consecration of women and that these are 
held by people of a wide range of beliefs. It is also true to say that Bible believing Christians are among those 
who hold a range of views on this issue. Yet I think there is a world of difference between those who hold to 
the divine inspiration and authority of Scripture who after careful study, prayer and discussion come to the 
conclusion that the Ordination of women is not against God’s word, and others who have a liberal view of the 
Scriptures and therefore feel much freer to disregard sections of the Bible.   
I hope that Bible believing Christians of differing views can work to together in the common goal to reach out 
with the gospel of Christ and to build each other up in Christ, As for those who don’t believe the Bible is God’s 
word; we can still show each other tolerance and love.

If you are a farmer, I hope and pray that you get the rain you need.
